7th Grade Curriculum 2017-18
BIBLE:  MWF
New Testament Survey    

Students will read through the New Testament and learn the major concepts, events, characters and themes for each book. Notes, study questions, and Scripture verses and themes for each New Testament book will be collected together into a Bible Notebook that will help give students the “big picture” of God’s story!  Their notebooks, memory work and quizzes will make up their Bible grade.

WORLD HISTORY:  

The Mystery of History Vol. 3 Renaissance, Reformation & Growth of Nations   

This course will inspire and challenge students to see God behind the scenes, revealing himself to mankind throughout history! Lessons will cover major events, people, and places of the mid 1400s through early 1700s. In addition to quizzes, hands-on activities, and research projects, students will be required to keep a detailed World History notebook with class notes and an accurate timeline from class lessons and assigned readings.  

LITERATURE:

Students will read and discuss novels in class, learn new vocabulary words and literary terms, and respond to literature through comprehension questions and literary analysis essays.    

  Personal Reading 
In addition, students will also read two books per quarter outside of class from a teacher-generated list (eight books per year) and complete a reading log for each book.
LATIN:   
Students will complete a Christian-based, beginning Latin course, Latina Christiana I. The Latin course is designed for students with no prior Latin knowledge and is a simple and fun introduction to Latin--not a complete foreign language course. Vocabulary, systematic grammar, simple translation exercises, and Latin sayings are featured in each lesson.  

In addition, they will keep an extensive glossary of English words derived from Latin.
ENGLISH:   

We will complete several creative and expository writing projects, many of them connected to our history and literature studies. Students will also do weekly grammar and diagramming exercises as well as weekly journal entries.

7th Grade Curriculum (Miss Roberts) 2017-18
Math:

Students will be using Saxon Course 2, which is a general math course. Essentially we will do one lesson per day with tests every other Wednesday. After every ten lessons there is an investigation lesson, which follows more of a discovery approach to math. Students are expected to keep a spiral notebook for math notes given for each lesson and that includes the practice for that lesson. For students achieving 88% or higher on a test, 20 of the 30 daily problems are required. (Problems 1-10 and the odd or the even 11-30). Otherwise 25 of the 30 problems are the daily requirement. (1-20 and the odd or evens 21-30.) Problems should be done in pencil; self-corrections done with red pen.

4th Q:  “Why Things Move” and Investigations

Pacific Northwest History:

Our textbook is Our Northwest Heritage by Richard M. Hannula. We will cover the entire book going from geography, Native Americans, exploration to civil government and recent times.

East Coast Preparation:

We will be studying the basis for the uniqueness of America—biblical principles in preparation for the DC trip. We will use American Providential History as a text. We will be going over research, timeline and miscellaneous preparation projects for the East Coast Trip. Students will be required to create a detailed picture scrapbook upon return as the culminating project.
